School Notification No. 39/2008 – Revision of Continual Assessment 2 (CA2) in Term 3 
 
1. Welcome back to Term 3! I hope you and your family have enjoyed the June school 

holidays.  
 
2.  The school has reviewed its processes regarding Continual Assessments (CAs). One 

feedback that we received is that pupils and teachers spent a large amount of time preparing 
for CAs. As a result, there is often less time to engage pupils in discovery and/or 
investigative learning, which are powerful strategies to develop critical thinking skills. At 
the same time, the CAs are held towards the end of term and pupils have many areas of 
assessment to prepare for. Consequently, the assessment is more summative than formative; 
that is, the assessment is designed more for grading than to aid learning. (Both types of 
assessment have their educational purposes, which is why Semestral Assessments (SAs) will 
continue to serve their purpose as summative assessments). 

 
3. Therefore, this term, we are piloting a revision of CA2 for Primary Three where CA2 will be 

replaced with regular formative assessments spread out over the term. Unlike CA1, the 
formative assessments will comprise fewer questions and require a shorter period of time to 
complete. We will inform you of the formative assessment dates in due course. 

 
4.  The school will also continue to keep you informed of the test marks and pupils’ progress at 

the end of Term 3. The revised CA2 results will not be counted for the overall assessment at 
the end of the year, as before. 

 
5.  We hope that with this pilot revision, pupils will have more time for engaged learning such 

as the ‘Problem–based’ lessons and more focus can be given to areas that pupils are weak in. 
With the revision, teachers can also better cater to the needs of the pupils as we want to help 
pupils to be better prepared for the final year examination.
